There is an important vote to the economic well-being of our community scheduled by the South Bend 
Common Council on Monday, Nov. 8. 
 
Ordinance 61-10. The tax phase-in (abatement) ordinance developed by the Chamber of Commerce and 
Project Future will have second and third reading Nov. 8 at a public hearing in the County-City Build-
ing’s 4th Floor Chamber room.  The ordinance was developed as an alternative to a stringent tax abate-
ment proposal by the City of South Bend. 
 
The Government Affairs Committee of your HBA is supporting Ordinance 61-10 as a unique economic 
development tool that would give new and expanding businesses in our community an opportunity to 
earn tax phase-in credits in a variety of ways. 
 
We encourage HBA members to show their support for Ordinance 61-10 by attending the Nov. 8 hear-
ing and/or contacting the South Bend council members at council@southbendin.gov. 
 
Here is a summary of the proposed tax phase-in ordinance 61-10 provided by the Chamber and Project 
Future: 
 “Businesses ready to relocated or expand have a whole world of cities to choose from.   South 
Bend has an opportunity to stand out by showing it welcomes growth and investment and also rewards 
corporate responsibility and involvement in the community. 
 “This tax phase-in ordinance takes a complex process and makes it simple.  Predictions and 
guesswork are removed.  Companies and local officials don’t need to worry about penalties or claw-
backs  because each year’s benefits are earned by actual performance. 
 “This proposed phase-in ordinance creates an opportunity for every applicant to utilize the maxi-
mum 10-year phase-in schedule, but only if and when the credits claimed have been earned.  As is the 
case with most competitive communities, this ordinance grants an initial, base phase-in term that is de-
termined by specific project impact measures: the size and cost of new investment, the number of jobs 
created or retained, and wages paid.  Our proposed phase-in goes one step further.  What makes this or-
dinance unique is that it encourages good corporate behavior and rewards that behavior by introducing a 
bonus system. 
 “Companies may earn additional phase-in credits based on operational measures, such as provid-
ing higher than average wages or benefits, or building in or hiring from targeted areas of the city. Busi-
nesses also may earn credit for community involvement and good corporate behavior.  Those activities 
might include charitable giving or support of schools.  Activities and rewards are to be reviewed regu-
larly by the city council and adjusted to meet both the changing economy and community needs. 
 “In all cases the company certifies with its tax filing each year what it has done to earn its phase-
in credits and may claim only those benefits it has earned. With  this unique approach, the company 
benefits from flexibility, the community benefits from investment, involvement and growth, and South 
Bend enhances its reputation as a welcoming and innovative center for business.”
