 The national spotlight certainly has been on South Bend recently. 
 First it was inclusion in a “dying city” list by Newsweek Magazine.  Then South Bend was named an 
“All-American” city by the National Civic League.  A few days later South Bend was mentioned critically in a 
Wall Street Journal article that called it a “challenged” community. 
 Let’s call it the tale of a city from three different perspectives. As with almost all reports, there are both 
elements of truth and unfair and inaccurate analysis involved. 
 Newsweek, itself in trouble in the publishing industry, named South Bend on its list of dying cities 
largely because of a decrease in population between 2000 and 2010 and the out-migration of young people. 
However, many industrial cities in the so-called Rust Belt have lost population. While South Bend lost about 6 
percent of its residents between 2000 and 2010, St. Joseph County’s population remained steady, actually 
gaining less than one percent. Residential development in the suburbs was a key factor in South Bend’s 
population decline. 
 In June, South Bend was officially named one of 10 All American Cities. Selected by a national panel of 
jurors, the designation is regarded as one of the nation’s oldest and most prestigious civic awards.  The award 
recognizes grassroots effort at solving community problems.  
 South Bend was recognized primarily for its partnership with Notre Dame and revitalization of its 
Northeast Neighborhood, the partnership with IUSB and the Civil Rights Heritage Center/Engman Natatorium 
project, and the 212 Degree Stars programs that helps at risk youngsters.  
   The good city-bad city scenario has fallen on other communities.  Pittsburgh was named by Newsweek to 
its “dying city” list.  Forbes Magazine called Pittsburgh among the country’s “most livable” cities.  As Jack 
Colwell pointed out in his weekly Tribune column, “more than census totals count” when reporting on a 
community. 
 Then there is the story that appeared recently in the Wall Street Journal that has received widespread 
media attention. Written by William McGurn, chief speechwriter for President George W. Bush and also a 
speechwriter for Rupert Murdock, the article presented a partisan political view of South Bend’s problems. 
McGurn pointed out that South Bend has not had a Republican mayor in four decades and was an exception to 
the economic recovery that reforms under Gov. Mitch Daniels have brought to Hoosierland.  
 Again an element of truth.  South Bend has been dominated by Democratic politicians and has largely not 
been in tune with the Daniels political agenda.  However, many other areas of the state have suffered economic 
downturns. Many statistical arguments could be made that South Bend and St. Joseph County have fared better 
than Elkhart and other Indiana communities.  
 So what is an accurate portrayal of South Bend, and by extension the greater Michiana area? Whether 
some like it or not, South Bend, Mishawaka, St. Joseph County and much of the adjacent area we call Michiana 
is one interconnected community and economic market.  
 As we have written before, South Bend and greater Michiana have its challenges.  Economic 
development needs to be improved.  Education reform should be a priority to meet a diverse student-body and 
raise performance levels. A can-do attitude that stresses cooperation and competitive community spirit would go 
a long way as we deal with regional and global economic conditions.   
 South Bend is not dying.  It does have its problems and challenges.  It is the home of Notre Dame, a 
nationally and internationally recognized university.  South Bend also is the hub of an area that has transformed 
from an industrial city to a regional education/medical services center.  Hopefully, we can add new technology to 
future community characteristics. 
 The future is ours to create a high-quality-of-life community that can thrive in the 21st century.  Tom
