 It seems as if every election is deemed an important one. 
 But mark your calendar for Tuesday, May 3.  Balloting on this primary election day will represent an
IMPORTANT local vote, as will be the general election follow-up on Nov. 8.   
 For the first time in a couple of decades no elected incumbent is on the mayoral ballot in South Bend 
or Mishawaka.  South Bend Mayor Steve Luecke is not seeking re-election after three-plus terms (nearly 15 
years) on the job.  In Mishawaka, Jeff Rea resigned the mayoral post last summer to become executive 
director of the Chamber of Commerce of St. Joseph County. GOP councilman Dave Wood was chosen by 
Republican precinct officials to fill the vacancy and is seeking election to the office in November. So a fresh 
start is more than a slogan but an opportunity when a newly elected mayor takes office in both cities on Jan. 
1, 2012. 
 The fact is that the mayors of South Bend and Mishawaka, as chief executives of their respective 
cities, play an important role that is felt way beyond the municipal boundaries. South Bend, as the largest city 
in Michiana, and Mishawaka, as one of the two dominant municipalities in the county and home of the 
region’s retailing hub, play a key role in the economic vitality of the region. 
 In Mishawaka, the mayoral election will be decided Nov. 8 between Wood and his Democrat 
challenger Craig Fry, a state representative who has announced he will not seek re-election to the state 
legislature regardless of the mayoral outcome. 
 In South Bend, where about two-thirds of registered voters list themselves as Democrats, the real 
election is the primary vote on May 3.  Four Democrats have waged a spirited campaign for their party’s 
mayoral nomination.  The economy, jobs, local schools, and vacant housing have been key issues addressed 
in the campaigns of candidates Pete Buttigieg, Ryan Dvorak, Mike Hamann and Rev. Barrett Berry.  
 The HBA’s Government Affairs Committee usually does not make endorsement decisions in primary 
elections. The committee stayed with that position but has reviewed the respective Democrat candidates.  
Based on that review and candidate responses to an HBA questionnaire, the committee believes that Buttigieg 
and Hamann would be effective mayors with positive positions regarding economic development, education 
reform, and local housing issues.   
 Buttigieg, an articulate 29-year-old former Rhodes Scholar, and Ryan Dvorak, a state representative 
and son of county prosecutor Mike Dvorak, are considered the front-runners. 
 Buttigieg is a native of South Bend who has worked as an economic development consultant.  He was 
the Democrat candidate for state treasurer in 2010, losing in the Republican sweep of state-wide offices.  He 
has mounted an active, well-funded campaign for mayor that has gained the backing of numerous young 
professionals, members of the business community and the endorsement of the Chamber of Commerce.  
 Dvorak, 37, an attorney, has high name recognition, a family record of running victorious election 
campaigns, and has garnered support from organized labor and many in the legal profession.  
 Hamann, a private school teacher and county councilman, has run a grass-roots campaign based on 
getting support from the Democratic precinct organization and door-to-door contact with South Bend 
residents.  Hamann suffered personal tragedy April 22 when his wife Mary died unexpectedly of natural 
causes while in Paraguay for the wedding of their daughter. The Hamanns had been married for 30 years.  He 
announced several days later that he will stay in the race for mayor despite “losing my best friend and most 
valued counselor”. 
 Municipal elections are hard to call.  Much of the support voiced for any candidate is from citizens 
representing various segments of the entire community.  However, only city-dwellers who live within the 
municipal boundaries are eligible to vote.  Rightfully so as they are the ones who pay city taxes.

 The next mayor in South Bend and Mishawaka will be chosen by several thousand votes.  Each one 
will be important.  If you live in the city of Mishawaka or South Bend, exercise your privileged American right 
to vote.  Your decision will help determine the future of our community.
